ÅTrip is a clinical search engine designed to allow users to quickly and 

easily find and use high-quality research evidence to support their 

practice and/or care.

ÅTrip has been online since 1997 and in that time has been searched 

over 125 million time she internet’s premier source of evidence-based 

content



Usage of Trip

ÅOur most recent survey indicated that approximately 70% of our users 

were clinicians and 30% were non-clinical e.g. information specialists, 

patients or carers. Of the 70% of clinician users about 50% were 

doctors with an even split between primary and secondary care.



How frequently is Trip updated?

ÅTrip is updated using a number of methods. The content from PubMed

is typically added every two weeks while content added manually 

(mostly our secondary evidence) is added once per month (typically 

around the middle of the month).
